“We must make crime report-
ing more free and open” said
Kiran Bedi who was in the city
to attend the convocation
of IFIM Business School
students.

“Only then we can bring
down the crime rates against
women. Crimes against women
are not getting reported till
they assume serious propor-
tions,” she added. A total of 180
students from the institute re-
ceived their degree certificates
from the first woman IPS offi-
cer of India.

She urged the citizens to reg-
ister all the complaints of
crimes against women. “Today
we are counting only the regis-
tered FIRs. We need to consider
all the complaints reported
through emails, telephones and
as written complaints. That
will give us the total number
crimes,” she said adding that
failure in registering the
crimes would encourage the
people who commit it.

“We must expose, record and
analyse all the crimes. The po-
lice should reveal how many
crimes they could and could not
resolve,” she said.

She requested the software
companies in the city to devel-
op software to help the process
of crime registration.

She encouraged the students
todream and visualise their fu-
ture so that they can shape it.
“Lead a holistic life,” she told
them.

She also talked about the
lack of support from the law en-
forcement department in con-
trolling the attacks against
women in the state during her

interaction with the media per-
sons after the function.

“Now the police have be-
come a dependent service, It
has politicians as masters and

it is dependent on the moods,
aspirations and the needs of
those who are in power. Our
law is not insulated from polit-
ical intervention. Insulation
from outside involvement is
the key for police reform. It will
enhance the credibility and ac-
countability of the force. Rule
of law should be equal to all,”
she said.

She also asked the police
force to work as a team and to
stop the blame game to deliver
good and efficient service.
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
